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GLOBAL TRADE -

VITAL FOR THE FUTURE OF INDIA'S ECONOMY

It is a universally acknowledged fact that Trade leads to
structural transformation and diversification of economies,
but recent statistics suggest that the dynamics of such
transformation also depend on what goods and services are
traded and the respective counterparts. To put it more
precisely, transformation and export performance depend
on some important factors like diversification of goods and
services, composition of the export, impact of technology
and also how these exports fare vis-a-vis the globally traded
goods.

India’s Economic Performance

India has emerged as the fastest growing major economy in
the world as per the Central Statistics Organisation (CSO)
and International Monetary Fund (IMF) and it is expected to
be one of the top three economic powers of the world over
the next 10-15 years, backed by its strong democracy and
trade partnerships. With a record FDI inflow to back the
growth story, Indiais riding the wave of investors wanting to
cometo us as the potential Investment destination.

India Story

India is well positioned to benefit from the key changes in
technology and emerging forces of globalization. In the
near future India surely has sufficient potential to ensure
diversification in a manner and result, not too different
from what we are doing presently to the best of our
potential. India could also see enormous benefit by
focusing both on domestically-oriented production to
satisfy our burgeoning domestic economy and also
ensuring incremental exports to cater to the global
markets.

Similarly, in services, India has huge potential to leverage its
electronic hardware, storage devices, and computer
services exports and diversify into high-quality information
solutions. For more complex exports, India should leverage
existing information networks, technology, and financial
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channels. Ongoing transformation would help growth over
the medium-term through reallocation of resources to
more productive sectors and by productivity gains in
specialized sectors.

Key Role Of Exports In The India Growth Story

India's foreign exchange reserves were US$ 422.53 billion
in the week up to March 23, 2018, according to data from
the RBI. Data further shows that India's goods exports and
imports grew 11.02 per cent and 21.04 per cent on a y-o-y
basis to US$ 273.73 billion and US$ 416.87 billion,
respectively, during April-February 2017-18. The Indian
economy has gained considerable momentum over the last
one decade, by achieving and sustaining an annual GDP
growth rate of over 7 percent. This high growth rate can be
also credited to the growing contribution of the export
sector tothe economy.

India’s export performance and economic growth are
closely inter-linked. Over time, the export sector has grown
to be a significant earner of foreign exchange and a major
contributor to India’s national income. Further, the
performance of this sector is highly dependent on domestic
as well as global factors. Due to this, the domestic economic
policies also have a strong bearing on the overall export
performancein India.

Indian exports have progressively diversified in term of
products and the share of developing and emerging
economies as destinations of Indian exports has increased
over time. While services exports are comparable to high
income countries, the share of manufacturing exports and
their level of overall value content are still low compared to
its peers, especially in Asia. India exports many high quality
products, but there is still scope for India to reach the rest of
the world is with regards to manufacturing quality and
diversity. Even though exports to emerging and developing
economies have increased, there is a lot of scope yet to
expand. Transfer of technical know-how, and technology
from advanced economies will surely hold India in good
stead as far as technology and quality is concerned.
However, to reach doggedly tread this path, India will need
to continue with trade liberalization policy to reduce costs,
which still remain high relative to other emerging countries.
In addition, it will also require much liberalisation in FDI,
creating an enabling environment for investors looking at
India as the next destination. Furthermore, encouraging
technical innovations by small- and medium-sized firms and
integrating the informal sector would not only boost Indian




exports, but also help create jobs and make growth more
inclusive.

Service Sector - Symbiotic Growth

India's global services exports stood at 3.4 per cent in 2016.
The government is targeting a 4.2 per cent share of global
services by 2022. The government has identified 12
champion service sectors i.e. Medical Value Travel,
Transport and Logistics, Accounting and Finance, Audio
Visual, Legal, Communication, Construction and Related
Engineering, Environmental, Financial and Education.
These sectors are seen as potential return generators and
hence are best at attracting global investors. They would be
the ones to be instrumental in promoting and boosting
India's economic growth. Data shows that services like
Financial, business and professional, and R & D among
others, have accounted for 57 percent of cumulative FDI
inflows since April 2000. The central government had set up
a Rs 5,000 crore dedicated fund to promote these
important services sectors. This sharp focus aims to harness
India's skills and knowledge, which in turn both generate
jobs as well as give a huge impetus to entrepreneurship
development.

President Ram Nath Kovind while inaugurating the Global
Exhibition on Services organised by the Department of
Commerce along with industry chamber ClI said “Services
sector contributes 61 per cent in gross value. India, with its
young population and large talent pool, has natural
advantagesinthese sectors.”

Programmes such as Start-up India and the Mudra Yojana
have seeded a culture of entrepreneurship, largely in
services. The internet economy, incorporating E commerce
and other application have a large role to play in this growth
trajectory.

Speaking at the Exhibition President Kovind had said "l am
confident that some of these start-ups will grow into giants
in the years and decades to come. A billion mobile phone
users; 500 million citizens on the Internet; and a
determined push for financial inclusion using technology as
well as for digital payments have collectively deepened
India's services story.”

India As An Investment Destination
Since taking over the challenging role as India’s “CEQ”, the
PM has had a single point agenda of ensuring that India

attracts more and more Global biggies to invest into India
into strategic and long-term projects. This is partially owing
to a vast variety of industries, excellent investment
opportunities and a decisive and encouraging government.
A massive youth populationis no doubt a strong impetus for
demand and also an excellent reservoir of manpower. Also
the probability of incremental volume of exports are high
for firms who are invested into by global investors. Not only
the investee companies, but their step-down layers of
supporting companies also would get an opportunity to see
apieinthetotal share of exports from India.

Services Sector (17 per cent), Telecommunications (8 per
cent), Computer Software and Hardware (8 per cent),
Construction Development (7 per cent), Automobile (5 per
cent), Trading (4 per cent), Drugs and Pharmaceuticals (4
per cent), Chemicals (4 per cent), Power (4 per cent),
Construction Activities (3 per cent) (as in April 2000 -
December2017)

The Indian government’s favourable economic policies and
dynamic business environment have ensured that foreign
investment keeps flowing into the country. The government
has taken many initiatives in recent years such as relaxing
FDInorms across sectors such as defence, PSU oil refineries,
telecom, power exchanges, and stock exchanges, among
others.

With the improvement in the economic scenario, there
have been various investments in various sectors of the
economy. Recent figures show that the M&A activity in
India increased 53.3 per cent to US$ 77.6 billion in 2017
while private equity (PE) deals reached US$ 24.4 billion

Environment For Innovation And Entrepreneurship

India has retained its position as the third largest start-up
base in the world with over 4,750 technology start-ups and
about 1,400 new start-ups being founded in 2016,
according to a report by NASSCOM. India is expected to
have 100,000 start-ups by 2025, which will create
employment for 3.25 million people and US$ 500 billion in
value, as per Mr T V Mohan Das Pai, Chairman, Manipal
Global Education. Numerous foreign companies are setting
up their facilities in India on account of various government
initiatives like Make in India and Digital India. The PM, Mr.
Modi, has launched the Make in India initiative with an aim
to boost the manufacturing sector of Indian economy, to
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increase the purchasing power of an average Indian
consumer, which would further boost demand, and hence
spur development, in addition to benefiting investors. The
focus of the Make in Indiainitiative is on 25 sectors.

These Include

Automobiles, Aviation, Chemicals, IT & BPM,
Pharmaceuticals, Construction, Defence manufacturing,
Electrical machinery, Food processing, Textiles and
garments, Ports, Leather, Media and entertainment,
Wellness, Mining, Tourism and Hospitality, Railways,
Automobile components, Renewable energy,
Biotechnology, Space, Thermal power, Roads and highways
and Electronics systems.

Make in India is a major national programme of the
Government of India designed to facilitate investment,
foster innovation, enhance skill development, protect
intellectual property and build best in class manufacturing
infrastructure in the country. The primary objective of this
initiative is to attract investments from across the globe and
strengthen India’s manufacturing sector. The Government
of India, under the Make in India initiative, is trying to give
boost to the contribution made by the manufacturing
sector and aims to take it up to anywhere near 25 per cent
of the GDP from what it is today. The programme also aims
at eliminating the non-requisite regulations, cutting the red
tape across processes for approvals and thereby
showcasing the government as being more receptive,
transparent and accountable to the common man.

Besides Make in India, the Government has also come up
with the Digital India platform, which focuses on three
fundamentals: Creation of digital infrastructure, Ensuring
digitisation of services and Incremental digital literacy.
Most Fortune 500 companies have strong presence in high
end technology and R&D services across a variety of
operations including finance, computers, pharmaceutical
or defence. The use of technology by entrepreneurs
towards innovationsin agriculture and sources of green and
renewable energy are the key. If channelled well, India’s
strength lies in business appetite and human capital. The
opportunities for entrepreneurs to be able to migrate from
low productivity to bulk/niche areindeed inherent.

Skill Development For Enhancing Employment

India's labour force is expected to touch 160-170 million by
2020, based on rate of population growth, increased labour
force participation, and higher education enrolment,
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among other factors, according to a study by ASSOCHAM
and Thought Arbitrage Research Institute. Employment on
net basis in eight key sectors in India including
manufacturing, IT and transport increased by 136,000 in
July-September quarter of 2017-18.

Skilling and upskilling are the two key-words as far as
improving the efficiency of India’s manufacturing sector is
concerned. But Indiafaces atypical problem - People either
are not skilled/equipped to do a particular job OR skilled
people don’t wish to showcase themselves as part of the
manufacturing sector. There has been an urge to be part of
the service industry, be called as a Manager rather than a
Shop Floor in-charge. There is a need to prepare the un-
skilled or semi-skilled workers to become a part of the true
Blue Collar workforce by providing training in
manufacturing as well as relevant behavioural skills. And
that the already skilled workers need to be attracted into
manufacturing by focusing on innovation to push India
toward the technology frontier. While there is a clearly
visible focus within this government towards Skill
Development, as is apparent by the separate Skill
Development ministry, various initiatives like focus on
PMKVY training partners, NSDC training partners and such
other schemes where the government clearly articulates
the need to have private sector participate in ensuring the
success of the vision of the government. Whilst these
schemes have been there even in the regime of the
previous government, it has seen the much needed
impetus only in the last few years. There is need for more
policy initiatives that integrate Skill development and the
manufacturing policies, as well as those that integrate
Indian firms into global and regional production networks.
The creation of a new ministry exclusively for skill
development and entrepreneurship - with a mandate to
skill 500 million people by 2020 and to create an ecosystem
to encourage entrepreneurship - is indeed what the
economy was waiting for. Though much of it is only if the
last mile execution happens as envisaged.

Role Of Banks And Financial Institutions

Banks and other financial institutions help companies
engage in world trade, mitigating risks so that goods and
services can flow across the globe in a smooth and secure
manner. Trade finance is especially crucial for small- and
medium-sized enterprises (SMEs), which may lack the
resources to raise the requisite working capital needed to
venture into International trade on their own. Engaging in
world trade holds enormous potential for business yet
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many companies, especially small- and medium-sized
enterprises (SMEs), depend on access to banking services in
order to be able to tap new markets. Trade finance allows
companies to mitigate the risks associated with importing
or exporting goods and services, permitting world trade to
flowin a predictable and secure manner.

More than simply maintaining the international trading
system, trade finance is essential for the future outlook of
global growth. SMEs are the backbone of the global
economy, representing around 95% of the world’s
companies and 60% of private sector jobs, and play a great
role in promoting employment and social cohesion.

The supply or shortage of trade finance hurts SMEs the
most, and thus has negative knock-on effects for economies
and families across the globe.

Banks play a critical role in international trade by providing
trade finance products that reduce therisk of exporting and
they play a crucial role in enhancement of trade and
investment.

Similarly, Banks in India are also very pro-active
towards the need for Working capital finance for our
Importers and Exporters thereby providing them with low
cost and need based financing.

On the other hand, to ensure that stability is the rule of the
game even as the growth story unfolds, the regulatory role
of RBI has to be applauded where they have ensured that
the robust and vibrant Indian economy survives all the
sudden impacts that the global crisis from time to time
reflect onto our country. However, while such regulation is
crucial for banks in avoiding any sudden financial crisis, it is
also essential that rules and regulations do not hamper
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banks’ ability to help businesses from getting working
capital and project financing for their international
operations to take off and grow seamlessly. This is the
balancing act that RBI has had to do for years now and
continuestodo so.

Though on the whole, it does seem that we are on track
towards achieving the above objectives and that our
economic growth prospects are feasible, there still remain
inherent challenges which we need to overcome.

India’s exports have been falling for 17 months in a row and
have dropped by 6.7 per cent compared to this time last
year. This is because a considerable proportion of India’s

total exports comprises either raw commodities such as
precious metals (12 per cent) and natural resource-based
products like refined oil (32 per cent); both of which are
highly exposed to volatile market prices. In addition, 25 per
cent of India’s export comprises relatively low-value added,
low-tech manufactures such as clothing (25 per cent) With
almost a quarter of its GDP dependent on revenues from
exports, India canill afford for this trend to continue. India’s
economic future, therefore, will depend on the
diversification of its export profile. Adding a more diverse
range of higher-value goods to the export mix will help
secure volumes of bilateral trade for the future . And India
certainly has the capacity for such diversification. Exporters
could take advantage of great opportunities in India’s
growing pharmaceutical, IT and hi-tech sectors.

In the present scenario though, procedural formalities,
delays in approvals, below Par Infrastructure and
transportation facilities, and such bottlenecks are a relative
deterrent to healthy FDI inflows. According to the data from
RBI, FDI flows to India’s manufacturing sector have
increased by as much as 31 per cent since the launch of
‘Make in India’. However, this needs to be more sustained
and increased because this is only a relative figure and we
need to look at growth from a YOY as well as value
perspective.

In line with the above, we could summarise some
underlying factors that are threatening to stifle the
competitiveness of India’s manufacturing sector, including:

1) the presence of entry and exit barriers;
2) tough access to manpower;

3) procedural formalities and delays;

4) skilled work force for all sectors; and

6) infrastructural bottlenecks.

While the services sector has registered remarkable growth
and contributed significantly to India’s GDP, the
manufacturing sector has grown at a comparatively slower
pace. And such above mentioned constraints only go to
ensure that on an ongoing basis the manufacturing sector is
unable to achieveits true potential
