Vigilance Mandated For Filing Appeal Under GST

"Appeal", is defined in the Oxford Dictionary, volume-I,
page-398, as the transference of a case from aninferiorto a
higher Court or tribunal in the hope of reversing or
modifying the decision of the former. Appeal is thus a right
of entering a superior Court and invoking its assistance to
redress the error of the authority/court below. It is well
settled that right of appeal is neither an absolute right nor
an ingredient of natural justice whose principles are
required to be followed in all judicial or quasi-judicial
adjudications. The right of appeal is a statutory right and
the grant of such right can be circumscribed by conditions.
It is only on fulfillment of those conditions that the right
becomes vested and exercisable by the appellant. Like all
indirect taxes, the Integrated/Central/State Goods and
Services Tax Act, 2017 (herein after referred to as "the GST
Acts") also gives right of appeal to any person aggrieved by
any decision or order passed under the GST Acts. Specific
period of limitation and restricted power to condone the
delay in filing the appeal/s have been provided in the GST
Acts. In view of the limitations imposed in the GST Acts it
will be suicidal if the appeal/s is not filed within the
permitted maximum period of limitation. The vigilance
required to be observed for filing appeals within limitation
prescribedinthe GST Actsis discussed in this article.

LAW PREVAILENT UNDER THE EARLIER REGIME

Under the Gujarat Sales Tax Act, 1969 as well as under the
Gujarat Value Added Tax Act, 2003 period of limitation was
specified for filing appeals by the aggrieved person.
However an appellate authority and Tribunal were given
specific powers for admission of appeals beyond the period
of limitation if it was satisfied that the person had sufficient
cause for not preferring the appeal within the prescribed
period of limitation. Such powers were given without any
limitation as to the period for which delay can be condoned.
Hon. Supreme Court had in the famous case of Collector
Land Acquisition, Anantnag and Another v/s Mst. Katiji and
Others 66 S.T.C. 228 laid down that a liberal approach
should be adopted for condoning delay in filing an appeal. It

was therefore observed that in most of the cases under the
Sales Tax and the Vat Acts, the delay in filing the appeal for
one reason or the other was generally condoned if the
delay was not abnormally high. However the provisions of
law are materially different under the GST Acts and
therefore every aggrieved person will have to be vigilant to
ensure that the period of limitation for filing the appeal
together with the period up to which the delay can be
condoned by the appellate authority is not contravened.

PROVISIONS UNDER GST

The provisions relating to appeal under the GST Acts in so
far as it relates to prescribing the period of limitation and
the power to extend itare as under:

107. Appeals to Appellate Authority

(1) Any person aggrieved by any decision or order passed
under this Act or the State Goods and Services Tax Act or the
Union Territory Goods and Services Tax Act by an
adjudicating authority may appeal to such Appellate
Authority as may be prescribed within three months from
the date on which the said decision or order is
communicated to such person.

(4) The Appellate Authority may, if he is satisfied that the
appellant was prevented by sufficient cause from
presenting the appeal within the aforesaid period of three
months or six months (in case of appeal by the
Commissioner) as the case may be, allow it to be presented
within a further period of one month. [clarification in the
bracket and emphasis supplied by me]

112. Appeals to Appellate Tribunal

(1) Any person aggrieved by any decision or order passed
under section 107 or 108 of this Act or the State Goods and
Services Tax Act or the Union Territory Goods and Services
Tax Act may appeal to the Appellate Tribunal against such
order within three months from the date on which the
order sought to be appealed against is communicated to
the person preferring the appeal.

(6) The Appellate Tribunal may admit an appeal within
three months after the expiry of the period referred to in
sub-section (1) or permit the filing of a memorandum of
cross objections within forty-five days after the expiry of
the period referred to in sub-section (5) if it is satisfied that
there was sufficient cause for not preferring it within that
period. [emphasis supplied by me]
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PERIOD OF LIMITATION FOR FILING APPEALS UNDER GST

It may be noted that unlike the earlier prevalent sales tax
and Vat regimesin Gujarat, in the GST Acts there is a specific
period up to which delay in filing an appeal can be
condoned by the appellate authority or Tribunal. Thus a
first appeal against any order or decision can be filed within
three months of the date of receipt of such order and the
appellate authority has been given a power to condone the
delay up to one month. In other words the maximum time
limit for filing an appeal could be 4 months from the date of
receipt of the order to be challenged. Under no
circumstances, a first appeal filed beyond a period of
4 months from the date of receipt of the order can be
entertained by an appellate authority. Similarly so far as
Appellate Tribunal is concerned, the appeal is to be filed
within a period of 3 months from the date of receipt of the
order and the Tribunal has been given power to condone
delay up to 3 months. Thus the maximum time limit for
filing appeal to the Tribunal is 6 months from the date of
receipt of the order.

PERIOD OF LIMITATION TO BE COMPUTED FROM DATE
ORDERIS UPLOADED ON PORTAL

Hon. Gujarat High Court has in the case of Gujarat State
Petronet Limited vs. Union of India S.C.A. No. 15607 of
2019 decided on 5.3.2020 held that in view of section-107
of the GST Acts read with rule 108 of the GST Rules, an
appealis required to be filed in electronic mode only and if
any other mode is to be prescribed then the same is
required to be notified by way of a notification. No
notification has been so far issued for manual filing of an
appeal. In such circumstances, even if a physical copy of the
adjudication order is handed over to the aggrieved person,
the time period to file appeal would start only when the
orderisuploaded on the GST portal.

NO STATUTORY REMEDY IF TIME LIMIT FOR FILING APPEAL
LAPSED

Thus under the GST Acts specific time limit is prescribed not
only for filing appeal but also for condoning the delay. In
view of such statutory provisions even an appellate
authority cannot entertain an appeal ifitis filed beyond the
maximum period of limitation including the extended
period for condonation of delay. Decision of Hon. Supreme
Court in the case of Assistant Commissioner (CT) LTU,
Kakinada and Others v/s Glaxo Smith Kline Consumer
Health Care Ltd. 77 GSTR 342 (S.C.) completely covers this
issue.

DECISION OF HON. SUPREME COURT
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Statutory provisions in Andhra Pradesh

In the case of Glaxo Smith Kline Consumer Health Care Ltd.
(supra) the facts were that under the Andhra Pradesh Value
Added Tax Act, 2005 statutory appeal was required to be
filed within 30 days from the date on which the order was
served on the assessee. The appellate authority was
empowered to condone the delay in filing the appeal if it
was filed within a further period not exceeding 30 days and
sufficient cause for not preferring the appeal within
prescribed time limit was made out. Thus the appellate
authority was not empowered to entertain an appeal
beyond a period of 60 days from the date on which the
order wasserved.

First appeal rejected but writ allowed

The dealer preferred an appeal beyond the total period of
60 days from the date of receipt of the order. The delay in
filing the appeal was explained as because of certain
irregularities of an employee who was suspended. The first
appellate authority rejected a request to condone the delay
on the grounds that the reasons for delay were not rational
and delay beyond 60 days cannot be condoned as per the
provisions of the Vat Act. A writ petition was filed before
Hon. Telangana and Andhra Pradesh High Court which held
that statutory remedy of appeal had become ineffective
due to expiry of 60 days from the date of service of order
and an opportunity must be given to the dealer for
explaining its case before the authority. The writ was thus
allowed with a direction to the authority to pass an order
afresh after giving hearing tothe dealer.

Writ not to be entertained when alternative remedy
available

In an appeal before Hon. Supreme Court, it took notice of
the settled law that though the High Court can entertain a
writ petition under Article-226 against any order it ought
not to do so as a matter of course when aggrieved person
could have availed an effective remedy in the manner
prescribed by law. Thus though under Article-226 the
power of the High Court are very wide it has to exercise a
selfimposed restraint and it should not ordinarily entertain
awrit petition when alternative remedy is available.

Legislative intent should not be disregarded

In the case of Mafatlal Industries Ltd. v/s Union of India
111 S.T.C. 467 (S.C.) Hon Supreme Court has laid down that
even the Constitutional Court while exercising plenary
power under Article-142 should certainly take note of the
legislative intent manifested in the provisions of the Actand
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would exercise its jurisdiction consistent with the
provisions of the enactment so as not to render statutory
provision otiose.

Limitation provided in Statute must be followed

According to Hon. Supreme Court a policy behind statutory
provision not permitting condonation of delay beyond a
particular period is to expeditiously decide the grievances
of a person who might be aggrieved by an order. The
prescription of limitation is thus within the ambit and
sweep of the policy of legislation. According to Hon.
Supreme Court though the High Court has wide jurisdiction
under Article-226 of the Constitution it cannot disregard
the substantive provisions of the statute.

Conclusion of Hon. Supreme Court

Hon. Supreme Court concluded that even though the
dealer might have plausible explanation against the
demand raised against it, the High Court should not have
entertained a writ petition when appeal filed beyond the
statutory period of limitation was rejected on the ground of
limitation.

VIGILANCE MANDATED

It can thus be taken as settled that since under the GST Acts
the period of limitation is specified for filing first and the
second appeals and the appellate authority and Tribunal
have been given restricted power to condone the delay in
filing the appeals up to a period of 1 month or 3 months as
the case may be it will be very much necessary to file the
appeal/s within the prescribed limitation. If the time limit
prescribed in the GST Acts is lapsed there is extremely
limited scope for the High Court to entertain writ petition
againstthe order raisingdemand against any person.

WRITJURISDICTION OF HON. HIGH COURTS

Recently Hon. Supreme Court has in the case of Radha
Krishnan Industries v/s State of Himachal Pradesh and
Others 88 GSTR 228 (S.C.) summarised the writ power of
Hon. High Courts under Article-226 of the Constitution
after referring to number of its earlier decisions in the
following words:

"27.The principles of law which emerge are that:

(i) The power Under Article-226 of the Constitution to
issue writs can be exercised not only for the enforcement of
fundamental rights, but for any other purpose as well;

(i) The High Court has the discretion not to entertain a
writ petition. One of the restrictions placed on the power of
the High Court is where an effective alternate remedy is
available to the aggrieved person;
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(iii) Exceptions to the Rule of alternate remedy arise
where (a) the writ petition has been filed for the
enforcement of a fundamental right protected by Part-Ill of
the Constitution; (b) there has been a violation of the
principles of natural justice; (c) the order or proceedings
are wholly without jurisdiction; or (d) the vires of a
legislationis challenged;

(iv) An alternate remedy by itself does not divest the High
Court of its powers Under Article-226 of the Constitution in
an appropriate case though ordinarily, a writ petition
should not be entertained when an efficacious alternate
remedy is provided by law;

(v) When a right is created by a statute, which itself
prescribes the remedy or procedure for enforcing the right
or liability, resort must be had to that particular statutory
remedy before invoking the discretionary remedy Under
Article-226 of the Constitution. This Rule of exhaustion of
statutory remedies is a Rule of policy, convenience and
discretionand

(vi) In cases where there are disputed questions of fact,
the High Court may decide to decline jurisdiction in a writ
petition. However, if the High Court is objectively of the
view that the nature of the controversy requires the
exercise of its writ jurisdiction, such a view would not
readily be interfered with."

Thus it can be said that there is no absolute prohibition
against entertainment of writ jurisdiction. However the
scope is very limited particularly in a case where the
statutory time limit for filing an appeal against the order has
lapsed.

DECISION OF HON. GUJARAT HIGH COURT

In the case of Panoli Intermediate (India) Pvt. Ltd. vs.
Union of India and Ors. 2015 (326) ELT 532 (Guj.) a bench of
3 Hon. Judges of Hon. Gujarat High Court was concerned
with the appeal provisions of the Central Excise Act, 1944
which provided for a period of limitation of 60 days for filing
an appeal and conferred power to the appellate authority
to condone delay up to 30 days. Hon. Gujarat High Court has
heldasunder:

(1) The limitation provided under section-35 of the Act
cannot be condoned in filing the appeal beyond the period
of 30 days as provided by the proviso nor the appeal can be
filed beyond the period of 90 days.

(2) The petition under Article-226 of the Constitution
would not lie for the purpose of condonation of delay in
filing the appeal.
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(3) The petition under Article-226 of the Constitution can
be preferred for challenging the order passed by the
original adjudicating authority in following circumstances:

1) The authority has passed the order without
jurisdiction and by assuming jurisdiction which there exist
noneor

2)  Has exercised the power in excess of the jurisdiction
and by overstepping or crossing the limits of jurisdiction or

3)  Has acted in flagrant disregard to law or rules or
procedure or acted in violation of principles of natural
justice where no procedure is specified.

4) Resultantly, there is failure of justice or it has resulted
into gross injustice.

Thus Hon. High Court shall have power to exercise writ
jurisdiction against the original order raising demand in
aforesaid exceptional circumstances, but the exercise of
such power is discretionary and will be governed solely by
the dictates of the judicial conscience enriched by judicial
experience and practical wisdom of the Judge. It may be

noted that Hon. Supreme Court in the case of Glaxo Smith
Kline Consumer Health Care Ltd. (supra) has while setting
aside the judgment of Hon. High Court entertaining writ
petition even though appeal was not filed in time has
observed to the effect that no finding was recorded by the
High Court that it was a case of violation of principles of
natural justice or non-compliance of statutory
requirementsinany manner.

CONCLUSION

It can thus be concluded that since GST Acts provide a
specific period of limitation and curtails the power of the
appellate authority for condoning the delay in filing the
appeals, it is very much necessary that everyone should be
vigilant in filing the appeal/s within the statutory time limit
fixed by the GST Acts. Neither the Hon. High Court nor the
Hon. Supreme Court can extend the period of limitation so
prescribed in the GST Acts. If the period of limitation for
filing an appeal has lapsed, only in very few exceptional
cases, writ jurisdiction of Hon. High Court can be invoked to
revoke the order raising demand against any person.

These incentives are in nature of financial assistance given
to procure new technology and protect innovation by
means of patents. This is an attempt by Government of
Gujarat to aid MSMEs in adopting latest technologies and
protect their innovations to derive maximum commercial
value out of the same.

ASSISTANCE FORTECHNOLOGY ACQUISITION FOR MSMEs

Any enterprise which is in the process of acquiring
technology can avail this assistance. Any enterprise that
wishes to acquire technology for the purpose of using it in
manufacturing process from any recognized research
institution or domestic or foreign company would be
eligible for the prescribed reimbursement of the cost
incurred in acquisition of such technology. This has been

e Assistance is available to both Existing and New
enterprise.

e Enterprise only into Manufacturing Activities would be
competentto apply forthe Scheme.

e Applicant Enterprise can either be a Partnership firm or
acompany

Which Technology can be acquired

e In case of acquiring technology from a recognized
institution, the technology need not be patented at the
time of agreement/MOU being done in respect of such
acquisition. (ISRO, DRDO, Department of Science &
technology, DSIR institution, Universities other
research institute etc. are categorized under
Recognized Institutions)

e In case of acquiring technology from any Domestic
company, any foreign companies or any other entity
not categorized under Recognized Institution, the
technology has to be patented at the time of
agreement/MOU being done in respect of such
acquisition. For this purpose, patented technology
includes both patent applied for and patent granted.

e The benefit cannot be availed for purchase of any
machinery or equipment or plant etc. and can only be
availed for acquisition of technology.

Amount of Assistance

e Upto 65% of the cost payable for acquisition of such
technology (subject to Maximum of Rs. 50 Lakh)

e If promoter/partner is SC/ST, the assistance is 70%
instead of 65% of cost/expenditure.

e The above limit is qua enterprise. But Maximum
3 applications can be made for assistance. Overall
maximum cap of Rs. 50 lakh is per enterprise. So, each
application will be marked with 65%/70% considering
the cost/expense involved for each application with
total cap of Rs. 50 lakh.
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How will the cost be calculated for reimbursement

e For the purpose of calculating the total cost, royalty
payment (if it has been mentioned in the
MOU/agreement) for first two years after technology
isacquired are alsoincluded.

e Costoftravellingand Hotel will not be covered here.

How to apply for this Scheme

e The enterprise has to obtain prior approval of MSME
commissionerate within one year after signing of
MOU/agreement/contract with technology provider
(whicheverisdone first).

e Enterprise has to apply in the prescribed format along
with complete documents as per the given checklist to
MSME Commissioner Office / IFP portal.

e The Enterprise will be required to submit documents
such as brief note on technology, MSME Udyam
registration, Enterprise constitution, Details of
institution from which technology is acquired with
MOU details, Patent Details, Royalty charges if
applicable, Term loan details for technology
acquisition, Copy of GST, Copy of PAN card of
enterprise and partners/directors, Copy of CA
certificate for capital investment and shareholding
pattern, Project report on technical presentation,
GPCB consent if any, Audit report with balance sheet
ason MOU, supportingdocument if applicantis SC/ST.

e Enterprise has to observe pollution control measures
as prescribed by GPCB or other competent authority (if

GCCI)

applicable) to be eligible for the above Scheme.
ASSISTANCE FOR PATENT REGISTRATION FOR MSMEs

Any enterprise which is in the process of registering
Patent/s can avail this assistance. Patent rights not only
protect the innovation from being copied but also opens up
multiple doors of earning revenues by means of assignment
or licensing of such patents and helps in expanding
business. The incentive is provided to encourage filing of
patent applications by the enterprises which would protect
theirinnovation and help in better commercial exploitation
of such innovation. Additionally, applications for both,
domesticand international registration are qualified for the
purpose of availing the benefit so to encourage
international protection of Indiainnovation.

Period

e QOperative period of the scheme is from 7th August,
2020 to 6th August, 2025 that means, any enterprise
can avail this by applying before 6.8.2025.

e Deadline for filing application for the benefit is one
year from publication/notification of the patent
applications. Applications for the Scheme submitted
after 1 yr. of publication/notification regarding filing of
patent application will not be eligible for any
assistance.

Who canapply

e Individual/any legal Entity having MSME registration
will be eligible for assistance under scheme.

Amount of Assistance

e Financial support through partial reimbursement of
cost for patent registration which are for industrial or
commercial purpose.

e Financial supportis UPTO 75% of the cost/expenditure
incurred subject to a maximum of INR 25 lakhs.

e The above is for any number of patent applications.
That means, the above limit is Per Enterprise and not
Per Patent.

e Applications for both, Product and Process Patents
have been made eligible for benefit under this Scheme.

How will the cost be calculated for reimbursement

e Fees paid to patent service centre, patent attorney,
equipment/parts purchased to develop prototype of
product/process will ONLY be eligible as
cost/expenditure.

e Maximum fee for patent attorney for national patents
is capped as INR 50,000 and maximum cap for
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international patents is INR 2,00,000 per country (this
is part of cost of registration and not separate and
hence, within the above limit of 75% / 25 lakh)

e Cost of travelling, Hotel, raw material, fabrication
work, software related expenses etc. will not be
covered here. Cash payments made more than Rs.
10,000/- is also not eligible for calculating
“cost/expensesincurred.”

e 50% of the assistance will be disbursed after a due
application for the Scheme has been made post
publication/notification of the patent application,
while remaining assistance will be disbursed after
issuance of certificate of patent.

How to apply for this Scheme

e Enterprise has to apply online on IFP Portal
(https://ifp.gujarat.gov.in) and submit self-certified
hard copy at MSME Commissioner Office within one
year from the date of patent publication/notification.

Other Information

e Undertaking and CA certified Expenditure statement
with breakup of cost, name and address of person to
whom the paymentis made, payment mode etc.

e Documents such as copy of patent application, MSME
Udyam registration, enterprise constitution,
undertaking, CA Certificate for expenditure statement,
list of equipment purchased for development of
patent, copy of PAN card of enterprise and
partners/directors, Copy of CA certified balance sheet,
self-declaration, bank statement highlighting the
expenses incurred, payment receipts for payment
made to patent office and patent attorney, copy of
board resolution/consent letter, cancelled cheque
copy etc. are required to be submitted along with the
Application.

The Government has initiated these Schemes to incentivize
the MSMEs into proactively engage into innovation and
boost the quality domestic production that can be sold
evenly in National and International markets. Owing to
these Schemes, State of Gujarat has also seen animpressive
growth in patent applications. To avail the above schemes,
application is to be made via common incentive form,
which will be generated after obtaining required “Login”
from https://ifp.gujarat.gov.in and after entering required
details and after giving required declarations. Based on the
data entered, the available incentives under the head
“Industries & Mines Department” under MSME incentives
2020 will be displayed and one can click the required form
and apply online. It is advisable that the MSMEs take full
benefit of the above Schemes that would to be highly
advantageous for growth and expansion of the business.

Government grants further extension in timelines of compliances

The Government has granted further extension of
timelines of compliances under Income Tax Act. It has
also announced tax exemption for expenditure on
COVID-19 treatment and ex-gratia received on death due
to COVID-19. The details are as follows:

A.Tax exemption

Many taxpayers have received financial help from their
employers and well-wishers for meeting their expenses
incurred for treatment of COVID-19. In order to ensure
that no income tax liability arises on this account, it has
been decided to provide income-tax exemption to the
amount received by a taxpayer for medical treatment
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from employer or from any person for treatment of
COVID-19during FY 2019-20 and subsequent years.

Unfortunately, certain taxpayers have lost their life due
to COVID-19. Employers and well-wishers of such
taxpayers had extended financial assistance to their
family members so that they could cope with the
difficulties arisen due to the sudden loss of the earning
member of their family. In order to provide relief to the
family members of such taxpayer, it has been decided to
provide income-tax exemption to ex-gratia payment
received by family members of a person from the
employer of such person or from other person on the
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death of the person on account of COVID-19 during FY
2019-20 and subsequent years. The exemption shall be
allowed without any limit for the amount received from
the employer and the exemption shall be limited to
Rs. 10 lakh in aggregate for the amount received from
any other persons.

Necessary legislative amendments for the above
decisions shall be proposedin due course of time.

B. Extension of Timelines

In view of the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic,
taxpayers are facing inconvenience in meeting certain
tax compliances and also in filing response to various
notices. In order to ease compliances to be made by
taxpayers during this difficult time, reliefs are being
provided through Notifications nos. 74/2021 & 75/2021
dated 25th June, 2021 Circular No. 12/2021 dated 25th
June, 2021. Thesereliefs are:

1) Objections to Dispute Resolution Panel (DRP) and
Assessing Officer under section-144C of the Income-tax
Act, 1961 (hereinafter referred to as “the Act”) for which
the last date of filing under that Section is 1st June, 2021
or thereafter, may be filed within the time provided in
that section or by 31st August, 2021, whichever is later.

2) The Statement of Deduction of Tax for the last quarter
of the Financial Year 2020-21, required to be furnished
on or before 31st May, 2021 under Rule 31A of the
Income-tax Rules, 1962 (hereinafter referred to as “the
Rules”), as extended to 30th June, 2021 vide Circular No.
90f2021, may be furnished on or before 15th July, 2021.

3) The Certificate of Tax Deducted at Source in Form No.
16, required to be furnished to the employee by 15th
June, 2021 under Rule 31 of the Rules, as extended to
15th July, 2021 vide Circular No.9 of 2021, may be
furnished on or before 31st July, 2021.

4) The Statement of Income paid or credited by an
investment fund toits unit holderin Form No. 64D for the
Previous Year 2020-21, required to be furnished on or
before 15th June, 2021 under Rule 12CB of the Rules, as
extended to 30th June, 2021 vide Circular No. 9 of 2021,
may be furnished on or before 15th July, 2021.

5) The Statement of Income paid or credited by an
investment fund to its unit holder in Form No. 64C for the
Previous Year 2020-21, required to be furnished on or
before 30th June, 2021 under Rule 12CB of the Rules, as
extended to 15th July, 2021 vide Circular No. 9 of 2021,
may be furnished on or before 31stJuly, 2021.
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6) The application under Section-10(23C), 12AB,
35(1)(ii)/(iia)/(iii) and 80G of the Act in Form No. 10A/
Form No.10AB, for registration/provisional
registration/intimation/approval/provisional approval
of Trusts/Institutions/Research Associations etc.,
required to be made on or before 30th June, 2021, may
be made on or before 31st August, 2021.

7) The compliances to be made by the taxpayers such as
investment, deposit, payment, acquisition, purchase,
construction or such other action, by whatever name
called, for the purpose of claiming any exemption under
the provisions contained in Section-54 to 54GB of the
Act, for which the last date of such compliance falls
between 1st April, 2021 to 29th September, 2021 (both
days inclusive), may be completed on or before 30th
September, 2021.

8) The Quarterly Statement in Form No. 15CC to be
furnished by authorized dealer in respect of remittances
made for the quarter ending on 30th June, 2021,
required to be furnished on or before 15th July, 2021
under Rule 37BB of the Rules, may be furnished on or
before 31stJuly, 2021.

9) The Equalization Levy Statementin Form No. 1 for the
Financial Year 2020-21, which is required to be filed on
or before 30th June, 2021, may be furnished on or before
31stJuly, 2021.

10) The Annual Statement required to be furnished
under sub-section (5) of Section-9A of the Act by the
eligible investment fund in Form No. 3CEK for the
Financial Year 2020-21, whichis required to be filed on or
before 29th June, 2021, may be furnished on or before
31stJuly, 2021.

11) Uploading of the declarations received from
recipients in Form No. 15G/15H during the quarter
ending 30th June, 2021, which is required to be
uploaded on or before 15th July, 2021, may be uploaded
by 31st August,2021.

12) Exercising of option to withdraw pending application
(filed before the erstwhile Income Tax Settlement
Commission) under sub-section (1) of Section-245M of
the Act in Form No. 34BB, which is required to be
exercised on or before 27th June, 2021, may be exercised
onor before 31stJuly, 2021.

13) Last date of linkage of Aadhaar with PAN under
Section-139AA of the Act, which was earlier extended to
30th June, 2021 is further extended to 30th September,
2021.
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14) Last date of payment of amount under Vivad se
Vishwas (without additional amount) which was earlier
extended to 30th June, 2021 is further extended to 31st
August, 2021.

15) Last date of payment of amount under Vivad se
Vishwas (with additional amount) has been notified as
31st October, 2021.

16) Time Limit for passing assessment order which was

to 30th September, 2021.

17) Time Limit for passing penalty order which was
earlier extended to 30th June, 2021 is further extended
to 30th September, 2021.

18) Time Limit for processing Equalisation Levy returns
which was earlier extended to 30th June, 2021 is further
extended to 30th September, 2021.

o Fast Track summary procedure available for small claims and disputes arising from written contracts involving few issues.

o Provisions for Emergency Arbitrators and speedy interim orders for protection of subject maters in dispute can be
obtained without resorting to Court proceedings.

o Excellent facilities as per international norms like video conferencing facility, projection system, etc.
e  The Centre maintains the quality and neutrality of the dispute resolution process.

How to utilize the facilities of GCCI-ADRC?

o MSMEs facing issues related to delayed payments for sales made by them can refer such cases can be referred to State
Facilitation Council headed by the Industries Commissioner, Government of Gujarat with a request to refer the case in
turn to GCCI-ADRC.

o For initiating standalone arbitration, the businesses need to mention the below arbitration clause in their contracts,
Invoices or Work Orders. However, if both parties consent, this can be included after a dispute has arisen as well.
Sample Arbitration Clause:

All disputes arising out of or in connection with the present contract shall be submitted to the GCCI Alternate Dispute
Resolution Centre (GCCI-ADRC) at Ahmedabad and shall be finally settled under the Rules of Arbitration of the GCCI-

ADRC by one or more arbitrators appointed in accordance with the said Rules. The seat of Arbitration shall be Ahmedabad
and the language to be used in the arbitration shall be English.

o Firms or arbitrators who just wish to utilize the infrastructure facilities of GCCI-ADRC can do so at minimal rental rates
and can conduct their arbitration proceedings independently in a business-like environment at GCCI-ADRC
