Dear Esteemed Members,

India has gone from being one of the world’s biggest importers of defence
products to now ranking amongst the top 25 defence exporters in the world. This
was evident by the overwhelming response of investors and businesses at the
Defence Expo 2022 which set the objective of achieving a Defence sector of USD
22 billion with annual exports of Rs 35,000 by 2025. Over twenty seminars were
held over the course of three days, bringing together the best minds in the
Defence sector to discuss a wide range of topics ranging from defence research
and development to air warfare, indigenisation of defence production, and
Promotion of exports and investments.

GCCl partnered with the Gujarat Pavilion — and its members, who very actively
participated in the DEFEXPO, confirmed that the DRDO has provided unmatched
support to the member companies. With patented technologies transferred to
start production, it has opened the floodgates of development for the expansion
of MSME units already operating in the area, as well as providing financial
support to visiting MSMEs that wish to invest and begin production. The
development will benefit cable manufacturers, engineers, and software
companies, to name a few. The Defence Expo saw over 451 MoUs signed worth
1.3 lakh crore rupees in transfer of technology agreements, product launches,



and orders to domestic businesses — all demonstrating India's commitment to

achieving "Aatmanirbharta" in the defence sector.

The Make-in-India initiative enables indigenous production of defence and
aerospace products, and consequently will lead to an increase in employment
opportunities for the state's skilled and semi-skilled workers. Besides reducing
reliance on imported defence equipment, this increase in export generates
significant foreign exchange income, and helps India achieve its goal of
becoming self-sufficient in the production and export of defence equipment on
international markets.

The government of Gujarat was the first state to formulate a policy for
semi-conductors and as a result has signed an MoU to establish with Vedanta
and Foxconn who will invest Rs 1,54,000 crore to establish a semiconductor
manufacturing facility at Dholera, which will result in the creation of one lakh
jobs. The move will benefit several companies in the state, such as those in the
life sciences, technology, automotive, consumer goods, internet, automobile, and
defence industries. Similarly, the recent inauguration of the TATA-Airbus facility
at Vadodara will pave a foundation for Gujarat in the defence sector.

GCCl has requested the government of India to grant defence corridor status to
Gujarat which will enable Gujarat's MSMEs and start-ups to manufacture and
supply parts to the defence industry. The move will lead to holistic development
of the entire nation and establish a defence manufacturing hub in Gujarat. A
highly skilled engineering work force combined with a 1600km coastline
featuring 45 ports and an international airport facility — Gujarat has all the right
characteristics to be a flourishing Defence hub. The government of Gujarat’s new
MSME policy with attractive incentives to support India's vision, including
employment-linked incentive schemes, will lead to the Aatmanirbhar Gujarat
initiative ushering in a new horizon for Gujarat's MSMEs, and we are excited for
all that's in store.
