We have also made strong representation with regard to the CEPI related monitoring 
and since earlier CEPI method was more subjective than objective, through our 
constant follow up CPCB has revised the CEPI guidelines and directed all state 
Boards to implement CEPI protocol as per the revised guidelines.

GCCI has also made representation to GPCB, CPCB, and Honorable Union Minister 
for extension of one-time interim permission under Rule-9 of Hazardous Waste Rules 
2016 and while the interim policy has been extended, we have once again made 
representation to extend the time line considering that there are still many SOPs 
pending either for trial run or for further detailed study after the trial run.

While, GCCI has been persistent in representing the view points of industries, we 
have always insisted that the industries must adhere to guidelines and directions 
issued by GPCB & CPCB as well as focus on sustainability and environmental 
protection. Rather, our industrial growth and sustainability must move forward 
parallelly so that both, prosperity along with sustainability are achieved in Gujarat 
and we become a model state for the other states to follow.
