=» ROFR: Startups looking for flexibility might
prefer ROFR. It allows them to explore various offers
and potentially secure a better deal.

=> Example:

Startup B gives an investor a ROFO. If the startup
decides to sell a portion of its shares, the investor can
present an offer first before the startup explores other
options.
