Member of Food and Dairy Committee
of GCCl on Saturday 24th May, 2025
visited AmulFed Dairy, Gandhinagar,
one of Asia’s largest and most advanced
dairy processing plants. Commissioned
in 1994 with a capacity of 10 lakh litres
per day, the facility now handles over
60 lakh litres of milk daily and is fully
automated, producing a wide range of
value-added dairy products. Members
received a comprehensive tour of the
Tetrapack processing and packaging
section, gaining insights into modern
dairy technology, hygiene protocols, and
large-scale operations.

The team was particularly impressed
with the plant’s scale, innovation, and
commitment to quality. The visit provided
a deeper understanding of supply chain
efficiency, automation, and the role of
cutting-edge technology in ensuring
product consistency and safety. It was
a valuable learning experience for all
attendees, showcasing best practices in
India’s dairy sector.

The visit to Vasant Masala Plant in
Gandhidham gave Food Committee

members an inside view of one of the
most reputed spice manufacturers in
India. With a daily production capacity of
60 metric tons, the plant operates from

a vast 2,27,000 sq. ft. facility, producing
a wide variety of spices including
basic, blended, whole, powdered, and
asafoetida. The tour covered various
stages of spice processing, from raw
material sourcing to automated grinding,
blending, and packaging.

Members learned about the company’s
rigorous quality control systems,
adherence to FSSAI and international
certifications, and its focus on innovation
and hygiene. The visit also highlighted
the brand’s effective marketing strategies
and its strong presence in domestic
and export markets. It was an enriching
exposure to the spice industry’s scale,
precision, and modern practices.

He noted that since cancer is
not classified as a notifiable disease
by the government, the exact number
of cancer-related deaths remains
unknown. Dr. Choksi also cautioned
that donations to some organizations
may unintentionally support the
establishment of new tobacco-selling
outlets.

Mr. Ajit Vashisth shared effective
practices from their offices and factories
to curb tobacco use. These include strict
monitoring, offering incentives like
employment for employees’ families,
free education for their children, and
a year-long supply of tea. To motivate
employees, the company displays
photos of those who quit tobacco at
the workplace entrance, while also
highlighting those still struggling,
encouraging positive change through
recognition and accountability.
