Gujarat Chamber of Commerce and Industry today organized an Open-House Session
on Railways in esteemed presence of Divisional Railway Manager, Ahmedabad Shri
Deepak Kumar Jha, Senior Divisional Operation Manager, Shri Pawan Kumar Singh,
Divisional Commeicial Manager, Shri Mashooque Ahmed and Senior Divisional Engineer
Shri Lokesh Kumar.

Shri Durgesh Buch President, GCCI in his opening address, mentioned that after a long
gap open house session with railways has been organized and shared that 13 years
back in 2006 GCCI had organized a similar open house session with the Railways which
was very well successful and he requested DRM to design some mechanism to organize
this type of open house at least in a year. Further he added that among all the six
divisions across Western India, Ahmedabad is being used maximum by Trade &
Industry. He stated that expectations are from both sides, Railways expect revenue from
Industry and Industry in turn expects quality and delivery of the services.

Shri Bhavesh Shah, Executive Committee Member and Member ZRUCC, representing
GCCI gave brief introduction of Shri Deepak Kumar Jha, Divisional Railway Manager,
Ahmedabad. While speaking at Open Session he emphasized on Sabarmati Railway
Station which needs to be developed without further loss of time as Main Terminal for
North Bound Trains of Ahmedabad Junction. He represented various issues received
from Regional Chambers, Members and Association members.

Shri Deepak Kumar Jha, Divisional Railway Manager, Ahmedabad in his key-note
address stated that Kalupur Raiway Station will have facility to operaté high-speed rail,
regular trains as well as METRO terminal. High Speed Trains will also have station at
Sabarmati. While addressing the demand of refrigerated coach he ensured that where
Air condition is required, they will immediately convert into AC wagons and for the
refrigerated coaches they will look into this matter. He informed that Sabarmati station is
being developed as an alternative terminal of Ahmedabad. He emphasized that Western
Railway Ahmedabad division is improving the infrastructure by doubling the lines so that
wagon movement can be faster. He stated that Railway division is constrained by certain
legal provisions related to heritage structure and therefore certain devlopemnt plans are
difficult to execute. During the interaction if industry has any specific proposal with
respect to development of infrastructure on Railway lane or improvement in services
Railway Division will look into it and we represent the cause to appropriate forum, all




feasible option will be taken care of. He took a positive note demand of allocating local
trains to Patan region.
