Greetings from GCCIL Hon. Treasurer

At the outset, we express our gratitude for giving your valuable time.

Sir, followings are some issues related to GPCB which need your urgent
intervention:

1. EC for Change of products for manufacturing Intermediates.
We are very happy that dyes industries as well as API drugs have
been permitted to change their products without taking EC.

We strongly recommend that the same exemption should be
granted to the Dye Intermediates Industries as technical
discussions were already taken in 5 meetings and the rod map
was finalized.

. Treatment Storage and Disposal Facility (TSDF)
Mainly due to effluent treatment given by the Industries/CETPs
the generation of Hazardous waste is tremendous. However due
to public hearing following concept of “Not in My Back Yard
(NIMBY)”, many TSDFs sites’ files are pending for want of land
being not notified.

It is unfortunate that though the TOR/EC/Consent is granted the
sites are not allowed to accept waste of Industries.

Further application of sites may be considered as early as
possible, otherwise the hazardous waste generated will create
chaos in the season of monsoon. Even NGT is also concerned
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about Hazardous Waste lying in the premises

Industries/CETPs.

We request GPCB to recommend State Government/GIDC to
allocate necessary notified land to develop the TSDF Site on
common basis.

Environment Damage Compensation

Due to any accident or any other unavoidable circumstances,
GPCB levies heavy penalty as Environment Damage
Compensation which is very exorbitant for MSME industries.

We request to review the rates of Environment Damage
Compensation; with prior discussion with the Industries
Associations. Till then the penalty for Environment Damage
Compensation may not be levied.

Continuous Emission Monitoring System (CEMS).

We suggest that clarification regarding the instrument and flow
meter requirement must be given for the instrument and flow
meter needed above 3 MT boiler. The time limit may be extended
upto 30/6/2021 for placing the order for costly CEMS.

Continuous Effluent Monitoring System (CEMS).

As per the CPCB’s directions in 2016, most of the CETPs and
industries have installed costly Continuous Effluent Monitoring
Systems. Approximately 200 Crores have been spent by the
stakeholders. Every 30 minutes the results of pH, COD, BOD,
Ammonical nitrogen and flow are transmitted to CPCB & GPCB.
But unfortunately, GPCB & CPCB have never considered these
results while calculating CEPI or evaluating the performance of
the CETPs and ETPs. Hence we request GPCB to consider the
online results in all the correspondences.

To remove TDS norms from the CCA of Industries of
Ahmedabad region

It is our humble request that parameter ‘TDS’ from the CC&A of
CETPs of Vatva, Naroda, Narol, etc must be removed, which was
not there as per the Hon'ble High Court directions and more
importantly the TDS contents of Raw Water are higher.

Tech, Ankleshwar Industries Association and Panoli Industries Association.

Respected Sir,

As you are aware, due to declaration of Ankleshwar cluster (GIDC Ankleshwar and
Panoli) as critically polluted area in year 2010, the new industries and expansion of
existing industries having wastewater discharge into CETP/FETP were not permitted
due to Directions u/s 18 (1)- b issued to Chairman- GPCB. This was affecting the
industrial growth of the cluster to the large extent.

To overcome this issue, GPCB announced a “Policy for Dual Discharge™ vide circular
dated 17.10.2017 with certain specific condition where in new industries and expansion
of existing industries were permitted with the condition to go for Zero Liquid
Discharge (ZLD) for additional wastewater, instead of allowing discharge in to CETP/
FETP. This could help a lot for the industrial growth of this cluster.

After that, this policy was restricted and suspended for Ankleshwar Cluster only vide
GPCB “Karyalay Adesh” dated 04.04.2018 as the FETP was not meeting the norms
and concept of “Total ZLD™ was adopted for new/ expansion of existing units for the
members of FETP/ ETL/ PETL.

Later, the water pollution issues and performance of FETP was reviewed on
11.06.2018 by GPCB in a meeting held with representatives of NCT, AIA, ETL and
PETL wherein it was noted that FETP was meeting the norms and it was decided that
the Dual discharge policy which was discontinued earlier will be re- implemented in
Ankleshwar and Panoli region with following condition,

a) Unit shall be allowed maximum up to 100% increase in existing load.

b) Unit shall have to comply with all the conditions framed under Dual Discharge
Policy.

¢) Unit can switch over to another mode of disposal of wastewater depending
upon the availability of hydraulic load after obtaining prior permission of the
Board.
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Sir, there are many units in the cluster subscribed to NCT/ETL/PETL/AWML who
have been granted EC/CC&A with ZLD. It may also be noted that the concept ZLD,
itself has another environment issues like generation of hazardous waste, greenhouse
gases and waste of energy and also not viable.

Considering all these aspects, we request you to allow discharge to industrial units
registered with NCT/ETL/PETL/AWML as members, instead of ZLD and remove the
condition of 100% increase in existing load.

As advised by you during discussion regarding the unutilized consented quantity of FETP.
the list of the member units with address having CC&A and booking quantity with
NCT/PETL/AWML under 40 MLD of CC&A of FETP is attached herewith.

Kindly consider following clarification in this regard.

1) NCT has prepared this list with consultation of AIA. AWML, ETL and PETL. The
list is prepared with Booked Effluent Quantity (BEQ) with direct discharge to NCT.
members of ETL, AWML and PETL to NCT (attached herewith as Annexure -1).
This list also covers the quantity allotted under 5 MLD additional hvdraulic loads
approved by a committee constituted by GPCB for allotment.

2) Please note that in any case. if total quantity reaches to 40 MLD of consented quantity
of FETP. NCT shall immediately inform GPCB.

3) AWML has been allotted 6.029 MLD booked quantity and list of their member units
submitted to NCT by AWML is attached as Annexure-2.

4) ETL has been allotted 5.548 MLD booked quantity. out of which 3.5 MLD of

quantity is converted into CC&A and balanced 2.048 MLD is eligible quantity to the

Member Units of ETL.

5) PETL has been allotted 2.664 MLD booked quantity. out of which 1.02 MLD of
quantity is converted into CC&A and balanced 1.664 MLD is eligible quantity to the
Member Units of PETL. list of their member units submitted to. NCT by PETL is
attached as Annexure-3.

6) In case. any unit is not willing to utilize the allotted discharge/or not obtained CC&A
within one year, the allotted quantity will be withdrawn by NCT and balanced
quantity will be allotted to another unit. In such case. a revised list shall be submitted
to GPCB periodically.

7) NCT reserves the rights to withdraw the allotted discharge in case of detaulting units
w.r.t non-payment of required charges or any other related issues and shall inform
GPCB immediately.

8) NCT reserves the rights to transfer the allotted quantity to the same group of unit

within Ankleshwar/Panoli Estate with consent of respective Industries Association.

) NCT shall inform GPCB regarding any change in Booking, it any. time to time.
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HOyIt is learnt that some applications are in process with GPCB/EC committee for
discharge. This will be rectified accordingly and same shall be informed to GPCB.
IT)In case of any genuine mistake is noticed by NCT/GPCB. it will be rectified and

informed to GPCB.

Considering above. we request you to consider the allotted discharge to the deserving unit
and inform SEIAA as well as MoEF&CC to consider the same for processing the
application for Environment Clearance.
